Children’s House Programs 
(3-6 year olds)

Tropical Rainforests  		

Session 1 ( July 6 - July 17)
A tropical rainforest is home to millions of ani-
mals.  We will take a look at this fascinating 
world as we create an exciting and mysterious 
rainforest in our own classroom.  We will dis-
cover the many varieties of animals living in 
this jungle home.  Learn about the lush green 
plants that grow in the various layers of the 
rainforest.  Children will enjoy crafting plants, 
birds and animals that live in this unique 
habitat.  An emphasis will be placed on the im-
portance of preserving rainforests to save our 
planet.   

Volcano World
Session 2 ( July 20 - 31)

Come and join us as we study one of the most 
power ful forces of nature.  Exploring the many 
exciting aspects of volcanoes will make learning 
a fun adventure.  During this session we will 
learn the answers to these questions:  What is 
a volcano? Where are volcanoes located in the 
world? What different kinds of volcanoes are 
there?  In addition to exploring these questions, 
hands on experiments such as the creating of vol-
canoes and their eruptions will be presented. 

Frigid Polar Regions
Session 3 (Aug 3 - Aug 14)
We will beat the summer heat by exploring the 
coldest places on earth, Antarctica and the Arc-
tic.  As we explore Antarctica we will learn 
about the fascinating life of a penguin as well 
as the abundance of sea life which exists in the 
icy waters.  In the Arctic we will discover how 
animals have to change to survive the contrast-
ing seasons.  We will look at how earth’s climate 
and atmosphere is affecting both regions and 
their wildlife.

Little Chef School 		

Session 4 (August 17 - 28)

Children love being involved with preparing food.  
As a child is engaged in the cooking process they are 
acquiring practical skills such as counting, measur-
ing and weighing. We will have daily cooking ac-
tivities that allow the children to be creative and 
experiment with food.  An emphasis will be placed 
on cooking food that is nutritious, with focus on the 
food pyramid to promote healthy eating.
